The aim of EMRYC is the early identification and support of students at risk of leaving school without a planned pathway. 
The EMRYC seeks to improve:
· student engagement/retention and reengagement in learning

· support for students at risk of disengaging

· student transitions to further education, training 
· the collaboration of agencies in the provision of pathway planning and associated career and transition support.
Local Learning and Employment Networks (LLENs) facilitate a coordinated and agreed response from community providers and agencies. 
What is a LLEN?

LLENs are a key initiative of the Victorian Government. LLENs were established with the aim of allowing schools to work better at a local level with other education, training organisations, industry and community agencies to expand the range and quality of services provided. 
The LLEN initiative puts the focus on the needs of young people and emphasises cooperation between different providers and agencies to meet their needs.
